AGAINST THE DEATH PENALTY

Al Mongpolia organized a myriad of activities in 2010 to abolish the
death penalty such as consultative and lobby meetings with relevant
state agencies as well as the NGOs in cooperation with the UN
Resident Coordinator’s Office. Members and human rights defenders
from the “Uzbekistan’s Mothers’ Force Against the Death Penalty and
Torture”, “Sant Egidio Community” in Rome, Italy and the “Victims'
Family” in New York, USA visited Mongolia and had meetings with
members of Parliament, journalists, lawyers, judges, students, law
school teachers, Police Academy students, human rights defenders,
researchers and the public. More than 500 students were involved in
the lectures delivered by these visitors.

For the first time in Ulaanbaatar, AIMn celebrated “Cities for Life Day
- Cities Against the Death Penalty” organized by the Press Confer-
ence. This entailed lighting up candles and a monument for victims in
cooperation with supporters.

AIMn delivered messages against the death penalty to almost one
million people using the media consisting of local newspapers, TV
stations, blogs and web pages. A conference on the theory and
practice of Human Rights and the Death Penalty was broadcasted live
on MN25 TV station, a program called “My Blog” where researchers
expressed their points of view about the death penalty on their Educa-
tion TV segment.

They also featured films such as “Dead Man Walking” on different
TV stations which was very useful to support AIMn'’s awareness raising
campaign against the death penalty. Additionally, in order to educate
the public about the adverse consequences of the death penalty AIMn
conducted training and seminars to journalists and lawyers and held

a forum about the film in Erdenet city. State delegates who attended
the forth World Congress Against the Death Penalty in February in
Geneva delivered the Mongolian President’s message that Mongolia
would take all possible measures to abolish the death penalty in the
future.

Thanks to the impact of Al Mongolia’s advocacy work, the draft to
ratify the Second Optional Protocol to the ICCPR, aimed at the aboli-
tion of the death penalty, was discussed and approved by the Stand-
ing Committees and will soon be introduced to the Parliament.

Over 370 postcards were sent to the Members of Parliament calling to
ratify the Second Optional Protocol by citizens of Mongolia. In addition
to this, over 384 e-mails were sent to the Speaker of Parliament and

Al sections of Austria, Belgium, UK, Switzerland, Canada, France, Ger-
many, Italy, Japan, Netherlands, Norway, Spain and Portugal. The sig-
natures were collected via petitions and sent to Japan, Iran and Taiwan
authorities urging them to abolish the death penalty also. Over one
thousand hard copies of material pertaining to death penalty statistics
around the world were published and distributed to the public.

DEMAND DIGNITY

Mongolia has become the first country in Asia and the second in the
world to ratify the Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on
Economic, Social and Cultural Rights (ICESCR) which allows individuals
and groups within the country to seek justice from the United Nations
should these rights which include the right to adequate housing, food,
water, health, work, social security and education be violated by their
government. The Mongolian government welcomes access to the hu-
man rights protection mechanisms which is now strengthened nation-
ally and internationally, especially for people living in poverty.

Public awareness

In 2009 we aimed to collect the “voices' of people on the topic "What
does it mean to live in Dignity?’, what poverty is in their opinion, and
actions they think will help get one out of poverty. Continuing for
another year in 2010, the voices collection has helped to empower
people living in poverty and to deliver the voices of rights holders. We
will issue a ‘voices publication and distribute it to the Government, as
well as the UN, and other relevant organizations in 2011 marking the
50th anniversary of Amnesty International.

A play titled “Let’s Live as Human Beings with Dignity”, highlighting
issues around poverty and dignity was performed in three main cities
namely Ulaanbaatar, Darkhan and Erdenet. HRE video clips and the
play have been broadcasting on National TV. We produced DVDs of
the play promoting public human rights education and will continue to
distribute these to social workers and human rights activists through-
out the country. They have also been delivered to Amnesty Interna-
tionals’ sections and structures in the Asia Pacific region.

During the Freedom Parade 2010, we joined more than 2500 people
collecting signatures on the petition “Put Human Rights at the Heart
of the MDGs" and worked to raise public awareness about the right
to adequate housing via a painting and banner "Better cities, Better
Life’. Moreover, by raising the profile of the human rights implications
of climate change and by highlighting the message '10 things you can
do to stop climate change’ — we ensure that efforts of governments to
meet the MDGs have human rights at their core.

Local and global partnerships

We strengthened partnerships to promote the protection of the rights
of people living in poverty and to raise awareness on economic, social
and cultural rights, including recognition of these rights as enforceable
and justifiable. This was through collaborating with the City Mayor's
Office and City Social Welfare Service on the International Day for The
Eradication of Poverty for the second year in a row. We initiated the
collaboration with Government bodies on the principles of human
rights based approach which have been included in the government
policy and decision.

We forged strong relationships with VSO Mongolia to raise awareness
on maternal mortality being a human rights violation and conducted
result oriented training about gender equality and reproductive health
rights to more than 700 people in the Nalaikh district.

We contributed to the trainings for government agencies and business
organizations to make a presentation of UN Human Rights standard
for businesses and distributed the manual titled *Corporate Account-
ability’ to more than 600 business entities in the country. We will
continue to work urging on corporations to uphold human rights and
on governments to hold corporations to account for human rights
violations.

Action was taken, both online and offline, to support the global move-
ment to oppose the forced eviction in Chad, petitions were under-
taken to call on the governments of Cambodia and Laos to become a
party to the Optional Protocol to ICESCR; and online action was taken
to “Put human rights at the heart of the MDGs".

The legacy of July 1st 2008
riot in Mongolia” was published and distributed to the rights holders
of Mongolia, President, Prime Minister, Parliament and law enforce-
ment organizations, police, court and foreign embassies and consul-
ates, local human rights workers and NGOs working for human rights.
This encouraged all of the aforementioned agencies and individuals

to take action on the set of recommendations provided. We forged
strong ties with and collaborated with experts of the International
Secretary working on the UPR to the UN.

The letter and petition regarding the treaty of the International Con-
vention on the Protection of the Rights of All Migrant Workers and
Members of their Families was sent to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
and Trade in Mongolia. The purpose of this letter was to lobby the
Mongolian government and South Korean government to adopt the
convention.

In Mongolia in 2010, we worked on the release of prisoners of
conscience and human rights defenders from Russia, Tibet, China,
Laos and Burma; and on the petition for Mongolia, South Korea and
Malaysia to adopt the International Convention on the Protection of
the Rights of All Migrant Workers and Members of their Families.

The above actions collected more than 3,700 signatures and contrib-
uted to the protection of prisoners of conscience and human rights
defenders.

INTERNATIONAL JUSTICE

A meeting was held with the working groups of the Ministry of Justice
(MoJHA) and the Office of the President pertaining to the Al IS recom-
mendations and comments to the draft amendment to the Criminal
Code.

In terms of significant progress, the working group of MoJHA made
recommendations to ratify the OPCAT according to Al Mongolia’s
comments to MoJHA to do so and establish the National Preventive
Mechanism. This included representatives from NGOs and was sup-
ported by the Human Rights Commission of Mongolia and human
rights NGOs.

The General Police Department agreed to receive monitoring of three
custodies after the meeting with officials from the Police and General
Authority for Implementing Court Decisions in cooperation with the
National Human Rights Action Program Committee.

During the International Day in Support of Victims of Torture, we or-
ganized visible actions in public places such as Kharkhorin as it attracts
over 900 people during weekends and collected signatures for a letter
urging Mongolia to ratify the OPCAT. They were addressed to the
President, Prime Minister and Ministers of MoJHA and Foreign Affairs.

In addition to this, we conducted awareness raising activities among
the public about our various campaign activities through the Media
such as TV, newspapers and web pages.

We published Al's Public Statement about the July riot in Mongolia
stating that “Mongolia must not allow impunity for police officials
suspected of human rights violations during the 1 July 2008 riot” in
the local daily newspapers.

Under the Counter Terror with Justice Campaign, Al Mongolias’ mem-
bers and supporters sent letters expressing their solidarity to the Guan-
tanamo detainees, distributed campaign leaflets and collected 433
signatures for a letter that urging the USA president to bring Guanta-
namo detainees to a fair trial. AIMn also published the translation of
the document “USA: Former President’s defence of torture highlights
need for criminal investigations” in the daily newspaper.

After they received an official letter from Al Mongolia with the state-
ment from IS, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs informed us to support
any positive actions relating to the human rights situation in Sudan
during the Human Rights Council session.

YOUTH IN HUMAN RIGHTS

Youth recruitment, activism, partnership

In 2010 we worked closely with youth, exploring ways to attract them
to our human rights work and to increase the impact of their efforts to
make changes in the society.

We ensured that supporting youth initiatives was a priority in 2010
and this is demonstrated by the implementation of several of AIMn’s
biggest visible public human rights awareness raising events. Some
include: the entirely Youth run Freedom Parade, Let's live with
Dignity play, Young Peter Beninson Human Rights Education theatre,
“Erkhuulei and his/her friends introduction to the UDHR” and Erkhuu-
lei tour.

As youth set a goal to expand our youth membership, almost 70% of
the new members were youth. Youth were happy to work on protect-
ing and promoting human rights at the international, national and
local level as well as building and strengthening partnerships with ex-
isting and new youth organizations such as MonFemNet, Let’s develop
club, APYN, Child for child, Norwegian Lutheran Mission, Mongolian
Student’s Union, Mongolian Youth Federation, and UNYAP.

In October, 2010 AlMn youth successfully organized the annual Youth
Freedom Parade together with other youth organizations and it at-
tracted over 3000 people and raised awareness of Al campaigns and
ESCR through the messages delivered.

Youth leadership and participation in decision-making processes
In late 2010, there were three teams in total chosen from Mongolia to
be APYN Youth Ambassadors to work to promote the Demand Dignity
campaign regionally and nationally.

AIMn APYN Youth Ambassadors implemented their action plans with-
in the Demand Dignity campaign successfully and delivered the mes-
sages to the general public with a play and a song. Youth facilitated
human rights training to over 1000 school children both regionally and
nationally as a part of Human Rights Day events and so on.

“The Leadership training” conducted by our first AYAD volunteer from
Australia, James Adams, was successful and a Certificate of Comple-
tion was issued to eight youth. These youth facilitated Leadership
training to sixty young people in Darkhan and Erdenet cities.

Youth were encouraged to participate in the development of our OP,
other strategies such as the new Youth Strategy 2010-2016 and have
been active members in the decision making processes of our Board
and Auditing Council.

A youth group representative participated in the APYP consultation
meeting and discussed opportunities to activate and mobilize more
youth, partnerships and provided input into the regional operational
plan for 2010-2012 along with its strategy.

HUMAN RIGHTS EDUCATION

Empowering people, living in poverty to know and claim
their rights

Al facilitators received capacity building training on how to teach
herders’ and their local communities about human rights. Al Mongo-
lia conducted three trainings to herders in the Tsenkher soum of the
Arkhangai aimag and over eighty herders participated. Some people
who were involved in the training had successfully asserted their
rights and taken action urging the Local Government, Prime minister
of Mongolia to better protect their rights. They did this by utilsing
the campaign techniques and human rights education tools from the
training provided by Al.

Call for the Mongolian government to fulfill the obligations to pro-
vide human rights training for key professionals and to ensure access
to education that promotes respect for the human rights of all people.

Human rights friendly school (HRFS)

The Joint Mongolian and Indian school is implementing the above
mentioned project on HRFS. This project contributed to the increased
number in participation of student and teachers in several activities
and training . These included the four following areas such as School
Participation and Governance; Community relations; Curriculum and
Extra-Curricular domain and school environment. A human rights
friendly classroom procedure and guidelines about friendly com-
munication and treatment were developed by students and are now
available for all stakeholders of the school community. Teachers of
the school actively participated in a competition to develop curriculum
for integrating human rights into a subject of their choice.

Training of trainers

Al Mongolia published a presentation on the “The current situ-
ation and challenges of human rights education in Mongolia” and
shared this as well as the several recommendations to relevant authori-
ties and agencies.

In cooperation with the Bayanzurh District Government and the
Association of Mongolian Social Workers, Al Mongolia conducted
two days of Training of Trainers to over twenty-four social workers on
ECSR.

In conjunction with the Ministry of Education, Education Agency
in City, Al Mongolia conducted training on how to incorporate human
rights education into the school curriculum to teachers for formal
and informal sectors, secondary school teachers in Arkhangai and
Omnogobi aimag, and school curriculum managers of the schools in
the Capital City Ulaanbaatar. Over 200 teachers were involved in this
training which took place seven times.

Cooperating with the Legal Department of the Tuv aimag, Al
Mongolia conducted several HRE training to businessmen, public of-
ficials and human rights activists. Over 150 people were involved in
the trainings.

Cooperating with Al Germany and Frankfurt University of Germany,
Al Mongolia organized an online human rights course for over 60
students from Germany, Kazakhstan and Mongolia. Twenty-five stu-
dents and youth from Mongolia participated and Al Mongolia gained
experience in organizing online courses and strengthened its capacity
to successfully deliver these.

* Presented the Al's petition of Safe schools for Girls to a lawyers
training about ‘Reducing the human rights violence in Schools’ con-
ducted in conjunction with Save the Children and the National Center
Against Violence.

* Lobbied to Yo. Otgonbayar, Minister of Education, Culture and Sci-
ence and delivered 228 letters for a petition to make safer schools for
girls. These letters were written by school children, who are represen-
tatives of the ‘National Program of Junior 333 trainers’.

The Demand Dignity Campgain has focussed on raising awareness
about the maternal mortality project. This has highlighted research
on women living in poverty in informal settlements and focused on
women's access to sexual and reproductive and maternal health rights.

Growth and Sustainability

We recruited over 1000 new Human Rights Defenders both online
and offline and now our membership stands at almost 1800. The new
members induction training was conducted 26 times to 972 people.
About 75% of the participants who received the training were youth.
To ensure the sustainability of AIMn we took part in approximately 30
international, 8 regional, national and local meetings, seminars and
training.

The AIMn Organisational Strengths Self-Assessment (OSSA) took place
in September, 2010 and a representative from each group includ-

ing youth, long-term activists, board and staff members participated.
The main score of the evaluation was higher than the 2008 evalua-
tion showing positive signs of improvement. In accordance with the
“Volunteer Management Benchmarking Tool” AlMn evaluated itself
on Volunteer Management and scored 4,8.

In 2010, members of the groups visited industries, universities, second-
ary schools both in rural and urban areas to conduct human rights
training to social workers, teachers, students, young people, industry
workers and the general public. These activities resulted in 4 clubs that
were subsequently set up at secondary schools number 57, 88, 107
and the Academy of Defense. Additionally, two informal groups were
set up one in Dadal province, Khentii aimag and one in Arkhangai
aimag.

Democracy and Governance

Contributions from Human Rights Defenders increased during 2010,
reflecting our continued success in engaging with the community.
During 2010 we consulted our supporters about ways to strengthen
our democracy. Key changes were subsequently endorsed at the An-
nual Meeting in December 2010 that will provide more people with
opportunities to participate in Al Mongolia’s governance.

Staff and Volunteers

In order to continue improving our human rights impact we regularly
evaluate our staff performance in order to monitor challenges, room
for improvement areas as well as to reflect on key successes.

The skills, knowledge and enthusiasm that volunteers bring to Amnes-
ty International are essential to achieving a demonstrable human rights
impact. According to the procedure to employ volunteers in AIMn, 16
volunteers registered and 10 of which worked with a planned weekly
timetable and in their chosen campaigns.

In 2010, we began measuring the contribution-in terms of hours pro-
vided- that our volunteers make. So we established that our volunteers
contributed 5520 hours of their time.

FINANCIAL REPORT

The International Mobilization Team (IMT) has approved
USD 118,258 for the funding of 2010’s activities. In the
same year, AIMn received USD 10,897 worth of funding
from the Asian Language Programme for the translation
of human rights information leaflets, manuals and books.

In 2010, AIMn received USD 24,693 from human rights activists, indi-
viduals, members, donors, and supporting organizations for HRE and
other campaigns. Please refer to the back page for the supporters list.
In addition to all of the above, human rights volunteers, members and
supporters have organized many fundraising events. Through these ac-
tivities we raised USD 3,590. In 2010, USD 805 was collected through
the payment of membership fees.

Totally, USD 132,721 was spent on campaigns, training, staff sala-
ries, office costs and other expenses for human rights activities by 10
December, 2010.
